Pillows and blankets are provided in the rooms - must
be washed before patient/escort vacate the house.
Washers and dryers available at the houses. Rooms
must also be cleaned for the next patient/escort.

Dispose your “olbaol” properly in the general trash
can. DO NOT dispose in the Recycle Bins.

Should Palau Housing not be able to accommodate
patient and escort, please be prepared for other
accommodations such as hotel, etc.

Respect Rules & Regulations and Laws of Taiwan especially of Shin Kong Hospital (Notify SKH
before going out). Betelnut chewing is strictly not allowed in the hospital.

There is Free WiFi and Cable at both Palau houses, funded by the MOH.
If you are not a Palauan, please bring your work permit. You will need it to return to Palau.
Keep record of your Visa, Airline Itinerary, Medical Records, and Hospital Receipts.

Please bring medical documents from the respective hospital in Taiwan to HCF office upon
return to Palau.

Patients are required to visit referring doctor once returned to Palau by appointment. If there
is a need for follow-up of treatment, patient needs to go through the same referral process.

In cases of death, all expenses incurred will be the sole responsibility of the patient’s family.
Expenses must be paid in Taiwan.
